being a by-law to authorize entering into an agreement with Municipal Support
Services for Canine Control and After Hours By-law Enforcement Services

Whereas the Municipal Act, 2001, Chapter 25, as amended, Section 5 (3), states
that municipal power, including a municipality's capacity, rights, powers and
privileges, shall be exercised by by-law unless the municipality is specifically
authorized to do otherwise; and

Whereas Section 8 of the Municipal Act, 2001, Chapter 25, as amended, provides
that a municipality has the authority to govern its affairs as it considers appropriate
and enables the municipality to respond to municipal issues; and

Whereas Section 9 of the Municipal Act, 2001, Chapter 25, as amended, provides
that a municipality has the capacity, rights, powers and privileges of a natural
person for the purpose of exercising its authority under this or any other Act; and

Whereas the Council of the Corporation of the Township of Southgate deems it
desirable to enterinto an agreementto provide Canine Control and After Hours By-
law Enforcement Services for the Township of Southgate,

Now therefore be it resolved that the Council of the Corporation of the
Township of Southgate enacts as follows:

1. That the agreement between Municipal Support Services and the Corporation
of the Township of Southgate is hereby ratified and confirmed; and

2. That the Mayor and the Clerk are hereby authorized to execute the
agreement on behalf of the Township of Southgate; and

3. That By-law 2019-187 is hereby repealed and replaced with this by-law
effective April 30, 2024; and

4. That where the provisions of any other by-law, resolution or action of
Council are inconsistent with the provisions of this by-law, the provisions of
this by-law shall prevail.
